Oak Savanna — Legacy hosts a mature oak savanna that is made up of trees that are between 150
and 200 years old and have stood since European settlers first came into this region. Such
savannas once dotted the northern Illinois landscape, but as an ecosystem they have become
endangered because of traditional development methods. Restoration in the oak savanna
includes removing alien shrubs from the understory and replacing them with native flowers and
grasses.
