Sedge Meadow — On the northern edge of Legacy lies a low wet area that is filled with sedges
and other related plants, including flowers such as blue vervain and sawtooth sunflower. Sedge
meadows also provide specific habitat for unusual birds like the sedge wren. Restoring the sedge
meadow includes removing European wetland grasses and invasive cattails to allow the native
sedges and flowers to flourish.
